Spaniels, Whippets, Irish Terriers, Kerry Blue Terriers, Soft Coated Wheaten Terriers, Staffordshire Bull Terriers, Bulldogs, Chinese Shar-
Pei, Chow Chows, Keeshonden & Polish Lowland Sheepdogs. (Whippets may be examined on the ground, on a table or on a ramp.)
Basset Hounds are expected to be judged on ramp during breed judging.
This list may be revised from time to time, and the current list can be found on the AKC website in Judging Operations. A judge 
requesting the use of a ramp must give reasonable notice to the Show Superintendent/Show Secretary prior to the day of the show. 
AKC approval is not required.
Ramps may be used in emergency situations to judge any breed. (In all but emergency situations, the exhibitor has no recourse. 
In an emergency situation, where use of a ramp is not indicated in the premium list, an exhibitor has the option of withdrawing their 
entry and receiving a refund.)

Dogs must be handled in the class by the registered owner of the dog. This class is restricted to exhibitors who have not, at any point 
in time, been a professional dog handler, AKC approved conformation judge, or employed as an assistant to a professional handler. 
Additionally, members of the immediate family or household of a current professional handler are ineligible for this class (as defined 
in Chapter 11, Section 13).

Non-Regular Classes Involving Single Dog Entries
Winners of these classes are eligible to compete for Best of Breed. All entrants must meet all American Kennel Club requirements for 
Non-Regular Classes involving single dog entries. Note: Any placement other than First in any of these classes eliminates the dog 
from competing in Best of Breed Competition.

No dog shall be exhibited in a licensed or member dog show, except for dogs entered in the Miscellaneous Class unless 
it is either individually registered in the AKC Stud Book, or individually registered with a foreign registry organization 
whose pedigrees are acceptable for AKC registration.

The Superintendents 
and show-giving Club disclaim any liability for cash prizes after the judging of the breed is over.
